This scholarship is in honor of Stan McCoy, Sr., for his contribution to the Loveland City 
School District and dedication to the children of Loveland.

To be eligible to apply for this scholarship, a student must: 

• Have maintained a 2.7 GPA 

• Have completed any inter-scholastic athletic program of Loveland High School for a 
minimum of 2 years 

• Have earned a Varsity Letter 

• Have parents/guardians that are current, active members of LAB and have completed 
the necessary volunteer hours 

Please prepare a one to two paragraph response to TWO of the following questions. 
Please be sure your name is on top of your essay. 

• What does school pride mean to you? 

• Define Sportsmanship. 

• What will you miss the most about your experience as a Loveland Tiger? 

• Are you a leader or follower? 

 

The scholarships are funded through donations to the Stanley McCoy Scholarship fund. The 
Scholarship committee of the Loveland Athletic Boosters will select the recipients. 

Scholarships will be handed out at the Senior Awards Ceremony. 

A grade transcript must be uploaded along with your essay.
